Late to school 
It is a LEGAL REQUIREMENT that an 
adult sign children in to school when 
they are late in the morning, even if 
your child is only 2 minutes late.  
This means that will you need to go 
to the office and sign in the early/
late book giving valid reasons why 
they are late. Your child will then 
receive a “pass” ticket to give to 
their teacher who will then know 
they have been signed in by an 
adult. If you do not attend with your 
child, it will automatically be 
classified as an unexplained absence 
and may result in a referral to the 
Home School Liaison Officer (HSLO).
